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CIRCUIT OPERATION

The Antenna Relay is energized when the Ignition
Key is turned to ACC or RUN, and the Radio is
turned ON. The Antenna Motor is powered from
the Ctsy Clk Fuse through the switched relay con-
tacts, and the antenna extends upward. When the
antenna is fully extended, the UP switch opens and
antenna motor power is interrupted.

‘When the Ignition Key or the Radio is turned OFF,
the Antenna Relay is de-engergized. The Antenna
Motor is powered from the Ctsy Clk Fuse through
the normally closed relay contacts, and the an-
tenna retracts. When the antenna is fully retracted,
the DN switch opens and antenna motor power is
interrupted.

TROUBLESHOOTING

POWER ANTENNA DOESN'T WORK

— Check Radio Fuse.

— Check Clk Lir Ctsy Fuse.

— Turn the Radio ON and check for voltage at
Antenna Relay in circuit 43 (yel wire), in circuit
40 (orn wire), and in circuit 145 (drk grm wire).

— Connect wire from Antenna circuit 150 (blk
wire) to ground and look for antenna to move
up.

— Check for voltage at Antenna Motor in circuit
145 (dk g wire).

— Connect wire from Antenna Motor in circuit
161 (gry wire) to ground and look for antenna to
move up.
