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CIRCUIT OPERATION

The A/C heater circuit is powered through the 25
amp A/C Fuse (figure 8A-77). The Function Control
Switch (figure BA-78) provides power to the 4 speed
Blower Motor (figure 8A-79) in all positions except
OFF. In the OFF position, a bypass circuit operates
the Blower Motor in LO speed whenever the Igni-
tion Key is in the ON position.

The speed of the Blower Mofor is controlled by the
Blower Switch (figure 8A-78) when the Function
Control Switch s set to any position except OFF.

The A/C Clutch (figure 8A-79) is controlled by the
Function Control Switch, Compressor Pressure
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Cycling Switch (figure 8A-79). The Function Con-
trol Switch causes compressor operation during
MAX and NORMAL air conditioning. The
Compressor Pressure Cycling Switch is a normally
closed switch that opens to prevent compressor
operation if refrigerant pressure is lost. Operation
without refrigerant can damage the compressor.

The Idle Speed Solenoid (figure 8A-79) increases
engine throttle setting whenever the A/C system is
operating. The increased throttle setting results in
constant engine idle RPM with or without A/C op-
eration.
