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CIRCUIT OPERATION

The Radio Dial Light is powered through the 7.5
amp Inst Lps Fuse. Its brilliance is controlled by
the Dimmer Rheostat mounted on the Light
Switch. The Radio Electronics are powered
through the 10 amp Radio Fuse. If you suspect an
open Speaker or wiring leading from the Radio to
the Speaker, test using your ohmmeter. A continu-
ous circuit will read 3 to 4 ohms and you will hear a
“‘pop” from the speaker.
